· Identify and discuss themes and conventions across a range of poems
· Explore how language and structural devices are used to create powerful responses
· (Grammar) Use alliteration, onomatopoeia, metaphor and simile for vivid description 
In the 2nd part of term we will be reading the adventure story ‘Stormbreaker’. 

· Explore characterisation and setting in an adventure narrative
· Draw inferences about characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives 
· Indentify and discuss themes in a longer narrative

· Focus on writing news reports, letters, diary entries 

· Use the features of the adventure genre for own extended writing
· (Grammar) use more sophisticated conjunctions, conjugate verbs in different tenses, use brackets, dashes and hyphens, identify relative clauses.
