Physical Education (P.E.): Please ensure that your child brings the correct P.E. Kit – Trainers, shorts or jogging trousers, t-shirt, on the correct days.  Please also ensure that children do not wear their kit to school but bring it in a bag.
Reading books: To reduce the amount of books that go missing we ask all children to have a book bag to take their books home in. It is important that your child has a book bag to keep the books safe when taking them home.
